VISUAL

Uses picture clues.


Uses prior knowledge


Uses what he/she knows about how stories work.


Makes sense of the text.


Uses textual clues.





Uses corrected grammar.


Uses the structure of the sentence.


Uses her/his knowledge of correct English.


Uses pattern of text.








Uses letter sounds and symbols.


Recognizes print conventions such as:


Directionality


Words / spaces


Word beginnings / endings


Uses analogies / word families.











SELF-MONITORING


Occurs when a child is aware of an error:


Appeals


Hesitates


Vocalizes





SEARCHING


Looks for additional information in cue sources.  


   (M, S, V)





    SELF-CORRECTING


Notices mismatches and independently corrects errors.








CROSS-CHECKING


Uses more than one source of information to predict a word.


Attempts to confirm or reject a prediction.
